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PREFACE

This is the fifth volume of the year book of
agricultral statistices to be issued by Arab
Organization for Agricultural Development
(AOAD).

Like previous issues, the present issue is
meant to meet the fast growing needs of planners,
research workers, and other agricultural data
users who are involved directly or indirectly in
agriculture and related sectors.

This volume comprises thirteen sections
dealing generally with, land use, population and
labour force, agricultural land, rainfall data and
cooperatives. It also contains information on
agricultural imports, like fertilizers, pesticides,
agricultural machinary. Crop animal production
were dealt with in details, it also covers prices of
agricultural commodities at farm grate, wholesale
and consumer levels. Imports and exports of
agricultural commodities with respect to their
quantity and value are also included in this issue.
Tables on balance of trade and on food gap of
most of the agricultural products have been
computed for all Arab countries. Finally this issue
has dealt with trade in agricultural requisites in
Arab countries.

The statistical data in this issue covers
particularly the period 1981, 1982 and 1983
coupled with a three year average for the period
1973-1975 and a three-year average 81-1983 for
the food gap and commodity trade balance.
Statistical data pertaining to years 1981 and 1982
which was published in the previous issue
(volume 4), has been undated whenever
applicable. it is worth mentioning that the
statistical data compiled in this year book are
based and adapted from the national publications
of the Arab countries. Needless, to mention that
the quality of the statistical data published in this
issue reflect the efficiency of the statistical
agencies in Arab countries. In the absence of
reliable sources or when the information of certain
items are not available, FAO and other
international organization figures are used or
AOAD estimates are resorted to.
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The publication of this issue has coverd the
following Arab countries: Jordan, Syria, lraq,
Lebanon, Yemen (A.R), Yemen (P.D.R), U.A
Emirates, Bahrain, Saudi Arabia, Oman, Qatar,
kuwait, Tunisia, Algeria, Libya, Egypt, Morocco,
Sudan, Djibouti, Somalia, Mauritania and
available stastistical data pertaining to occupied
Palestine.

Finally, AOAD aknowledges with gratitude
the assistance and valuable cooperation
extended by the Arab governments either by
replying to AOAD questionaires or by supplying its
national statistical publications, and looks forward
for more cooperation to improve the quality of the
statistical data with respect to scope and content.

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GENERAL REMARKS

The information in this book is mainly derived
from the official records of the Arab countries
either from the specialized agric. statistical
agencies or from the central agencies.

In case the required statistics are not
available in the official records of the country,
statistics published by international organizations
are used, provided that they are consistent with
country data.

In case where such statistics are not available
from country records nor international sources
they are estimated by AOAD experts.

Titles of tables and countries ae written in
Arabic and English languages and Arabic figures
are used.

The hectare is used as the unit of area, and
the Metric Ton is used as a unit of weight.
Similarly, the American Dollar is used as a
common unit of value. In all cases local currencies
are converted to U.S Dollar equivalent applying
the prevailing rate of exchange for the particular
year in question.

Crop production

1- Total production and toal area of roots and
tubers, pulses, oil crops, vegetables, fruits
and fiber crops may not tally with total
mentioned under each group due to the fact
that it may include other crops not mentioned.

2 - The onion production includes the production
of onion intermixed with other crops, but the
area only represent onions cultivated as an
idle crop.
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3 - Area of green fodder does not include area of
natural pastures and ranches.

Livestok

Livestok statistic give animals numbers
without reference to classifications according to
age and sex. These numbers include both local
and imported animals. Livestock numbers as
given by some Arab countries lack clear
specifications especially time reference of the
survey. It is also to be observed that livestock
surveys are generally conducted at long intervals
so that figures for the years within the intervals are
estimated according to personal judgement. In
general, livestock statistics in the Arab countries
are of low accuracy.

Meat production represents meat from
animals slaughtered inside as well as outside
official abattoirs irrespective of whether such
animals are local or imported. Poultry meat
reprsents chicken meat only except for Egypt
where it includes all other birds. Red meat
includes meat of bovine goat, sheep and camels.
Total meat include red and white meat as well.

Statistics on fish production has been
obtained to some extent from F.A.O. publications
and include all fish produced from internal and
external fishing grounds. It also include sea fish
and sweet Water fish.

Milk production represents milk from all
animals in the form of fresh milk equivalent.

Egg production is given in weight equivalent,
on the basis of an average weight of 50 grams per

egg.

PRICES OF AGRI.
PRODUCTS

There are important notes in the area of price
of agricultral products related to variety and quality
of commodity. These notes aim at the
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classification of the relation between prices and
commodity specifications. Generally, the Arab
countries lack a good system for specification and
standarization of agricultural products. It may be
noted that commodity prices are lower than they
used to be in the past, this is mainly due to
devaluation of some currencies with respect to
U.S. dollar.

Meat and fishery products whether fresh,
frozen, dried or canned.

Milk products, whether it is fresh milk, dried or
condensed milk, butter, cheese, ghee, and
cream.

Animal fats and oils.

Skins and hides and fur skins.

Eggs whether in shell, dried or eggs for
latching.

Natural honey.

2 - PLANT PRODUCTION:
Which include;

- Cereals, flour, pulses and tuber crops.

- Vegetables, whether fresh, dried, frozen,
canned tomatoe paste

- Fruits, whether fresh, dried or canned jams and
dates.

- Olives whether in nut form or oil form

- Sugar - cane and sugar - beet.

- Coffee, tea and cocoa
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- Milling Residues.

- Oilseed cakes and meals.

- Vegetables oils in its various forms.

- Silk, cotton fibres, jute and wool.
